CERTIFICATE IN BEAUTY THERAPY SCHOLARSHIP 

(Mid year scholarship) 

Terms of Reference 

 

Area of Use: Certificate in Beauty Therapy (Level 4) programme at NMIT Nelson 
Campus 

Value: $500 paid as a fees rebate directly onto course fees or studylink if a 
debt exists. 

Eligibility: Must be completing the Certificate in Beauty Therapy level 4 
programme.  Study must be fulltime. The student must be a New 
Zealand citizen or hold a NZ residency permit. 

Criteria: The student must demonstrate merit achievement in the first semester 
of the Beauty Therapy Programme. 

The Scholarship will be awarded to the top student showing potential 
to excel in the beauty therapy industry. 

Exclusions:  This Scholarship may not be used in conjunction with the Half Degree 
for Free Scholarship.  This Scholarship is not available for NMIT short 
courses or Employment Scholarship Programmes (unless stipulated). 
Only one NMIT Scholarship can be awarded to a student in any one 
Calendar Year. 

 
Funding: Funded by Nelson Pine Industries Limited and awarded by their 

representative at the Beauty School within the second semester of 
the academic year.   

Promotion:  Application forms and information will be available on NMIT website 
at www.nmit.ac.nz, advertised via brochures and in the annual 
prospectus.    

Selection: A panel at Nelson Marlborough Institute of Technology, made up of 
the Programme Area Leader, Course Co-ordinator or representatives 
and two NMIT staff members who will consider each application and 
assist in making the selection. 

Panel Decision:  Decisions of the Panel are not open to appeal or question.  The Panel 
need not give reasons for any of their decisions. 

 
Timing: Applications must be received on an official application form by 

Nelson Marlborough Institute of Technology Scholarship Co-ordinator 
by 2 pm on 4th July 2012.   Late applications will not be accepted. 

 



 
 
Validation: The award of a Scholarship shall become void within 2 weeks after 

receiving official advice unless the recipient completes and forwards 
the Acceptance and Agreement Contract to NMIT Scholarship 
Coordinator that states:

 Agreement to participate in specified promotion as per Terms of

 The Recipients intention of pursuing the course of intended 
study set out in his/her application.
