As an international student in New Zealand your visa 
may allow you to work up to 25 hours a week and 
full time during the holidays.

The main purpose of a student visa is to allow 
international students to study full time in New 
Zealand. However, depending on your study 
programme you may have an opportunity to work 
while you study.

Many students find part time employment in 
the hospitality and service industries including 
restaurants, bars and supermarkets.

In New Zealand there are laws to protect workers, 
and this includes international students. Find out 
more about your rights and responsibilities working 
in New Zealand at immigration.govt.nz.

The type of visa you will receive depends on the 
duration of your study. Please refer to Immigration 
New Zealand's website for further information.

Medical and travel insurance
International students, including groups of students, 
must have appropriate and current medical and travel 
insurance while in New Zealand.

NMIT will automatically arrange insurance cover for  
all students.

Students may choose their own insurance company, 
however it must comply with the minimum standards 
required by The Education (Pastoral Care of Tertiary and 
International Learners) Code of Practice 2021.  
If you arrange your own insurance cover, you must 
supply your Certificate of Insurance and Schedule of 
Cover, in English, to the Information and Enrolment 
Centre before the programme start date, email 
international@nmit.ac.nz. Once the insurance policy 
is evaluated and confirmed as meeting the minimum 
standards required by the Code of Practice, the policy 
taken out by NMIT on behalf of the student will be 
cancelled with the insurance fees refunded to the student.

Insurance cover must be to the length of your visa.
